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INTRO /REVIEW

· True Pelvis—where all the pelvic viscera are.

· Pelvic tilt—looking in through the pelvic brim; split pelvis

1. DEFECATION

How  

· Tonic contraction in Internal/external anal sphincter released.  

· Lower abdominal wall contracts, pressurizes celom, feces forced out from rectum, sigmoid colon, descending colon.
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2. URINATION (MICTURITION)

How

· Stretch receptors in bladder wall give conscious CNS desire to urinate.

· Smooth muscle of bladder wall contracts and sphincter of urethra relaxes

· Abdominal muscles can contract to pressurize celom and assist.

Structures

· Kidney

· Ureter

· Bladder

· Median umbilical ligament

· Urethra 

3.  EJACULATION

How

· Sperm mature and  collect in epididymis

· Sperm travel through vas deferens by rhythmic contractions of the smooth muscle in the ductal wall.

· Seminal vesicles and prostate contribute to substance of semen

· Sphincter where urethra exits bladder contracts to prevent semen backflow into bladder

· Smooth muscle contractions of urethra move semen towards and through penis

· Bulbospongiosus m. contracts rhythmically to help expel semen from penis

Structures

· Vas (ductus) deferens

· Seminal glands (vesicles)

· Prostate

· Urethra

· Corpus spongiosum

· Bulbospongiosus m.

4.  OVULATION

How

· Unfertilized ovum bursts from ovary into celom, picked up by fimbriae of Fallopian tube

Structures:

· Ovary

· Fimbriae

· Fallopian tub

· Uterus

· Cervix

· Vagina

· Broad ligament
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
